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Water Cycle in a Bag
ACTIVITY

What You’ll Need:

• Gallon size resealable 
plastic bag

• 1 clear plastic Dixie cup
• Water
• Food coloring (any color)
• Duct tape

Instructions:

With this activity, you can create a miniature water cycle in your own home!

Fill the plastic cup about 
halfway with water and 
put a few drops of food 
coloring in it. 

Place the cup in a corner of the 
plastic bag and tape the bag to 
a well-lit window for a week. 

Notice the water that collects under the 
Dixie cup isn’t red, even though the water 
in the Dixie cup is. That’s because the water 
evaporates and “rains” back down, but the 
food coloring stays put.

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Bean Sprouts

ACTIVITY

Watch the beans sprout!

What You’ll Need:
• Dried Beans (any kind)
• Sandwich or Quart Size 

Resealable plastic bag
• 1 paper towel
• Water

Just like you, plants need water to live. In this activity,  
you will use water to bring some bean sprouts to life! 

Dampen the paper 
towel and place it in 
the plastic bag.

Put 3 to 5 dried beans on 
top of the paper.

Place the bag by a 
well-lit window for 
a couple of days.
